“FUN”draising Activities
10. Coin War- Have employees drop spare quarters, dimes, nickels, and pennies into an empty glass jar.  Use all money raised as a donation to United Way.  Quarters subtract 25 points, dimes add 10 points, nickels add 5 points and pennies add 1 point. Make it fun by having a competition between departments to see who ends up with the most points.  Watch out for sabotage from competing departments!
9. Executive Race- Set up a relay course for the executives to go through in the office.  Have them go through on rolling chairs or tricycles.  Use a stopwatch to time the contestants with the best time winning a prize.  Have employees wager on which executives will win the race.

8. Bingo- Use our “Trivia” bingo game as a way for your employees to learn more about our local United Way.  This is a good rally ice breaker!  Make it a fundraiser by selling the bingo cards for $1.00.

7. Balloon Pop- Ask business partners to donate prizes.  Before filling a balloon with helium, put a note inside with the name of the prize (some balloons won’t be winners, put a United Way fact on those notes).  Have employees purchase and pop the balloon to see if they’ve won!

6. Shave the CEO’s Head- Set a workplace goal for this year’s Campaign (i.e. 50% employee participation in Campaign).  If that goal is met, the “boss” will shave his head at the next meeting or luncheon.  Other ideas could be that the management staff will wear tutu’s to work if goal is reached.  This is a way to have lots of fun and increase participation.  

5. Ice Cream Social- Set up an ice cream bar with a variety of favorite toppings.  Charge employees by the scoop.  Have managers serve you!
4. Parking Spot Auction- Have an auction for a prime parking spot at your office building.  All employees can participate and place bids to win the spot for the entire year!  Make a special sign for that parking spot so everyone knows it’s off limits.

3. Management Car Wash- Have managers volunteer to wash employee’s cars for the day.  Have employees pay to have their car cleaned by their boss! 

2. Vacation Day- Have employees “buy” an extra vacation day by contributing a day’s wages to United Way, in addition to their normal pledge.
