The Children's Developmental Center:  
The Children's Developmental Center (CDC) has an early 
intervention program funded by United Way that helps children 
improve their skills to the best of their abilities, as well as helps 
families to receive information and support.  Currently, 93% of 


their services are being provided in the child's natural environment, per federal 
mandate, surpassing Washington State's goal of 80%.  CDC's autism 
diagnosis/evaluation team consists of therapists and educators with the CDC 
and Dr. Scott Grewe.  Families recently reported that they had to wait months 
to be seen at different facilities to undergo an autism diagnosis evaluation.  
Currently, the autism team evaluates four children per month and the results 
and recommendations are shared with the family the same day as the 
evaluation.
