The Neurological Resource Center:  
The Neurological Resource Center (TNRC) has a 
Caregiver Health Promotion Program that gives 
caregivers strategies to help prevent illness and 


maintain their own physical and mental health.  In the past six 
months, 114 local families (163 total people) affected by 
Alzheimer's and other neurological disorders began to utilize 
TNRC's resources for caregiving support.  One caregiver in the 
program stated that she has learned to take care of herself first.  
She said that the Support Groups have been vital to helping her 
survive many years of being a caregiver.  Without having this 
outlet, she is sure her depression levels would have greatly 
exceeded her ability to cope with them.  The demands of a 
caregiver are great and deteriorated mental or physical health of 
the giver will not allow the best care needed to be provided for 
the receiver.
 


Catholic Family & Child Service 
of the Tri-Cities: 
Catholic Family and Child Service (CFCS) has a 
Foster Care program for displaced children, 
including sibling groups, to have safe homes and 


case management to establish permanency through adoption, 
guardian, etc.  Over the past six months, 86% of children placed 
remain stable (26 of 30 children).  Three children's dreams of 
finding their forever family were also realized with the finalization 
of their adoptions by their foster families.  CFCS has reported 
that United Way contributions are making a difference now more 
than ever as recent budget cuts have resulted in a 5% decrease 
in service fees to child placing agencies in Washington State.  
Several statewide agencies have stated that they cannot 
operate on these fees alone and will be shutting down.  United 
Way funds have allowed CFCS to continue to license and 
support resource families for displaced children and maintain 
their stability as they cope with the effects of abuse and trauma. 
These children have been insulated during a time of 
unprecedented economic stress with the help of United Way and 
CFCS in using each dollar to meet and exceed planned 
outcomes.
